Each day the hours are 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. They will be having a meeting in May and by this time we will need to have decided what we want to do so we can present it to the board. There will be a $100.00 hydro charge. G.McGaffin took a list of volunteers at this time. Several ideas were put forth but it will be up to the group of volunteers to decide. 

George was also in talks with Molson regarding a promotional event. Molson said that if we use Molson products at our pigeon gatherings and special events then they will sponsor a race series. They will look at this for 2010 and will offer more feedback in the summer time. The idea right now is to have the Molson Challenge consisting of a sprint race, a middle distance race, and a long distance race.

The third event was the annual pig roast. It was decided that this year the pig roast will be on July 26th, 2009 at Paul Furlano’s property. It will be a free entry with 50/50 draws and raffles to help pay for it.

B.Moxey asked about measuring co-ordinates for new members. The delegates were instructed that if they need to measure new members then they can contact Ron and pick up the G.P.S or make arrangements with him.

U.N.C Young Bird Auction Race

April 11th, 2009. In order for a pigeon to be eligible in the auction race there are two ways. You bring a youngster with an auction band on its leg and it is auctioned off. OR You bring the auction band back to the auction where it will be auctioned off. If the band is not sold at the auction it is not eligible for the auction race. This year is set for a separate release from the C series race. 

Upper Canada National 

Each club is to send a cheque for their members wishing to fly the Upper Canada National. It is $4.00 a member.

Bonds- 225 bonds have been sold for our Young Bird Bond Race.

We are going to ask them if they can ship their birds on the Thursday and bring them to Shomberg (Humber Valley Clubhouse) for 9:30 on our shipping night. 

Central Shipping

The U.N.C executive received a letter from the North Wings Racing Pigeon Club  saying that central shipping would ruin the club house they have now. The Scarborough township pays for that it costs both the North Wings’ and Toronto Central’s members nothing for shipping. If they were forced to move from there and ship some where else they would lose members as there are many older gentlemen who do not want to drive far distances at night. 

The West York Racing Pigeon Club may be able to go ship from the Far North club house (W.Drobny’s residence).  For Old Birds the Barrie club might be going to the Orillia club house to ship because they will only have 3-5 flyers. 

The delegates were all told to notify the executive of any chances in their shipping location. 

Uni-Rate
The people in South-Africa are trying to put in the co-efficient system for Win-Bird. However it will only work for all the races in the combine so it puts the regular series and the short series together. 

R.Hastie asked each club to let him know how many baskets they have in their possession.
