There was then talk about a phone call received by a member of the Lindsay R.P.C regarding their choice to only send in 5 birds per member for the results. It was stated that they were told by B.Sheridan that they would be kicked out of the U.N.C if they did not switch to unlimited clocking. Bill said no such thing happened.
