B. Bennie asked about the difference between the costs of the C and D series. At the time Bill Hyder did not have the information with him. At this point of time there are 129 members paid up. The Far North R.P.C is down in members quite significantly and the Scugog R.P.C left the U.N.C

Members have paid C.U dues without paying their U.N.C combine dues. These members will therefore lose $45.

B.Mathers asked about the small trailer that is being stored at M. Rea’s property. Possibly sell it? R. Hastie said that several pigeon clubs have expressed interest but are weary due to the fact that it’s iron and has a steal frame. 

J. Martire suggests that we send a G.P.S with the drivers and ask them to get the exact reading where they release the birds. Grant will receive the yellow Garmin G.P.S and Mike has his computer. 

Meeting commenced for lunch and started again at 1:00 p.m 

When the meeting re-began it was let known that S. Rotiroti is going to fill the position of Special Events chairman. 

Bonds are now on sale for the U.N.C Bond Race. Red bands are on sale as well, 300 sold so far.

Motion by D. Vanstaveren and seconded by T. Puopolo that we split the results into 4 sections. A north section, a south section, east section and west section. Defeated 6 for 19 against.

Amendment by C.Rothgiesser and seconded by C.Mitsiou that the results be split into an East and a West section at Hwy.11. The U.N.C will still keep an overall result. Defeated 5 for 18 against.

B.Hyder suggested a deferral of this motion to the next meeting. This is a major issue that should go back to the members. 

Open Races

It was noticed that the minimum distance on one of our ads for an open race would eliminate one of our own members. It would be easier to state that all members of the U.N.C are eligible for the open and put a minimum distance for non U.N.C members. Ron said he will change the ad on the internet.
