Race Secretary Report

The race secretary from each club is to send member list DB-1 to Ron Hastie and when Ron gets the G.P.S he will send it out to everyone.
Transportation

Dave Paron explained that the wood boxes were installed over the vents on the big trailer and that everything is ok. Dave then offered the combine to allow the use of his truck as an immediate back up plan. All the combine would need is a hitch and lever which can go from truck to truck which can be bought for $900.00.

Constitutional Meeting

There are two clubs that did not participate this year. Motion by J. Ferreira and D. Ottaway to remove the Lake Simcoe R.P.C and the New Castle R.P.C from the combine. Passed.

Race committee- The race committee of the U.N.C is to be made up of the executive of the U.N.C. This group has the final say on anything irregular. Passed
Liberators- Each liberator must actively participate in on race that day. Passed

Trailer Fees/ Open Races- Any member of the U.N.C can participate in any corporation race as long as they pay one flying fee ( A, B, C or D) of the current year. If they did not pay for one flying fee prior the race they wish to fly then a $25 charge is applied. For junior members, since they do not pay trailer fees the $25 charge is applied as well. Passed
Authority of Race Secretary- The race secretary has the authority to call in a tape with in 7 days of the completion of the race. The race secretary must then report his findings to the race committee (U.N.C Executive) who will then make the final decision. Passed

Tapes and E-Clock Print outs- All clock tapes and electronic print outs must show flier’s name, race name, flier’s signature and signature of the person printing the clock at strike off. Passed

Each club is to make a form for all races which they will give to the driver on shipping night each week. It will state the number of lofts and the number of birds for each race. It will be sent with the drivers to the Orillia club house where it will be collected by Mike van der Jagt. Passed
Clocking Limits- The U.N.C will have unlimited clocking. Passed
Awards- Average speed awards are to stay the same. However, our champion loft award will be changed to the Uni-Rate system if it is compatible. Passed

Bylaws- All bylaws of the C.U and U.N.C apply to all members of the U.N.C. The U.N.C shall not create rules that are in conflict with the C.U bylaws and rules. Passed

Code of Ethics- The code of ethics to be included in the U.N.C Constitution. Passed

Motion to adjourn by D. Booth and seconded by W. Hyder at 3:00p.m. Carried.
