Auction Bands- Leave aside 150 U.N.C red bands for the auction race. We will distribute 1 band per member per club. 
Awards- At our annual general meeting we will provide a lunch and present the awards for the 2008 season. Hopefully this will attract people to come to the meeting. It will also be our constitution meeting for 2009. 

Constitution Changes- Dave Ottaway suggested that we have a champion bird award for the regular series, the short series, and a combined overall champion bird; for both old and young birds. Dave also brought up putting in a Champion Yearling Award for both the A and B series.
Co-Efficient System- Bring up to the members that the co-efficient system on WinBird will only combine 2 series. It will not do the long series and short series separately. 

Upper Canada National- Leave it the same way it was this year, each club sends the money on the trailer for those members wishing to participate in the U.C.N.
It was let known to the executive that the York Region, the Lakeport and the Stoufville Cannington club are going to be shipping from the Vandorf Community Hall. This led to further discussion about central shipping. We came to the conclusion that by the beginning of the 2010 racing season we want there to be 5 shipping locations. The Vandorf Community Hall, Schomberg Community Hall, somewhere in the Barrie area, the Oshawa General R.P.C clubhouse and somewhere in the Hwy 400 and Hwy 401 area.

The Hamilton combine approached Ron Hastie about shipping birds on our trailer for the longer end races. They have the same baskets as we do so they will fit on our trailer. Nothing is 100% sure yet, however we will limit them to 30 birds per basket. 

This year marks the end of the current contracts with both Russ and Grant. As long as both drivers are happy with the way their contracts were, then that is alright. We feel no urge to alter the current contract conditions. Right now the drivers are receiving $0.90 per kilometer, anything over $0.90 per litre for fuel, $300 for a cancelled race, and $200 for holdovers.
U.N.C Bond Race- There was discussion about Out of Area birds. It was agreed that if fanciers from other parts of Ontario and Canada would like to send birds to the race, agreements regarding prize money would be made between them and the handler they choose.
