Tony Puopolo did not like the phrase "sloppy book keeping" in reference to the issue surrounding the non-payment of 2005 old bird flying fees by one of their members.  He requested that the minutes be amended to read "error in book keeping".

Treasurer’s Report
The current bank balance as of today is $20,398.52 with all outstanding bills paid and no additional expenses accrued.  Some of the additional expenses incurred this year included $1700 extra due to the spike in gasoline prices, a second driver for Matheson and Gogama $600 and $1500 on the Awards Banquet.

Last year the Lake Simcoe Club applied for membership for Andy Townsend.  The membership application was accepted and consequently the UNC paid his AU dues and Feather Fancier Subscription.  No dues were ever paid by Mr. Townsend and he is no longer a member of the Lake Simcoe Club.  Mr. Townsend's debt will remain on record in the event that he should wish to re-apply.  His arrears in the amount of $100 would have to be paid in full before an application would be considered in the future.

All Club delegates and secretaries were reminded that memberships fees are required to accompany new membership applications and that this practice will be enforced in the future.

WinBird version 13.9 is the latest update.  Club race secretaries will need to update to this version prior to the 2006 season.  This version is currently on the CU web site.

Evan Nelson reported that the trailers were stored for the winter at the homes of the two drivers at no charge.  Bill Sheridan advised that Mario Rae has volunteered his farm to store the trailers should the Combine require a place in the future.

Evan Nelson reported that the baskets were kept much cleaner this season and that the system of the combine supplying the paper for the bottom of the crates seems to be helping in this regard.

There are still some outstanding issues to be worked out this winter around basket allocations.  Evan is recommending that this duty be shifted from the Race Secretary to the Transportation Chair.

Rick Broere reported that the Awards Banquet seemed to be very much enjoyed by the approximately 80 people in attendance.  There were a number of excellent door prizes and the Bucket draws were well received.  He had hoped that more members would have turned out.

Other New Business Items

Tony Puopolo made a presentation on the AU loft registration program.  With the recent publicity surrounding Asian flu he recommended that each club should give this program some serious consideration. Discussion on the bird limit on the short program trailer for 2006 was deferred to another time.

2006 Open Races

Motion by Mike van der Jagt and seconded by Claude Rothgiesser that the UNC sponsor a 700 mile Pickle Lake Open in 2006.  The UNC is willing to make all its resources including its trailers available in support of the race but the race is not to incur any dollar cost to the UNC nor interfere with any other UNC race.

Blue Ribbon Race

The Stouffville/Cannington club delegates reported that the Blue Ribbon band race will not run in 2006.

UNC Auction Race

Rick Broere and Bill Sheridan will provide full details on the UNC Auction race at the next meeting.  There was general consensus around the table that the 1st scheduled Matheson on 09 SEP 2006 would make a better date for the auction race.

The Whitby/Beaver club will be holding their annual young bird auction on 23 April 2006.

The Humber Valley Club will be hosting their annual Christmas show on 07 JAN 2006.

Motion by R. Rotiroti and seconded by D. Booth to include the junior member results in the overall results but leave the cost for junior members the same as current.

Tabled

A great deal of discussion followed on this motion.  Robert agreed to table the motion until the next meeting.  In the meantime, Robert and Tony Puopolo would jointly work on a much more comprehensive awards program for junior members and have a report for the next UNC meeting.

The President reminded everyone that there is a clear CU rule supported by the UNC that all birds flown must be registered with the CU in the name of the flyer.

Bruce Mathers outlined a proposal to run a series of UNC mid-week training tosses.  There was substantial support for the idea and Bruce will go ahead and put together a formal proposal for the next meeting.

CU Convention Race

Rob Marshall outlined some of the details of the 2006 CU convention race to be hosted by the Up North Combine.  UNC members may enter the race, but no one will be allowed to fly their own bird.  All birds will be placed in handlers lofts strictly on a draw basis.  The cost is $65/bird - $10 to the Ladies Auxiliary, $5 as prize money for two training races and $50 prize money for the main event.

Mike van der Jagt will be contacting a delegate from each club and asking them for a list of all their members that wish to handle convention birds and how many birds each handler wishes to be assigned.

The next meeting will be called by the President.
