Minutes of the previous meeting of July 12, 2006 were read.

A lengthy discussion took place regarding the “ AU Band Race” in regards to how many bands were sold and tracking of bands given out and not sold or not returned.
Bill Hyder gave Treasurer’s report dated Nov. 26, 2006. Those members who participated in raising money for Special events were given appreciation for their hard work and dedication. Eleven events took place in which a profit was noted for each event.

Mike van der Jagt gave a report on year end Combine business. The 2 main trailers are being stored at Mario Rea’s farm in Gilford as well as the old 36 basket trailer. Forty baskets are to be modified by Diro Metals to put in the centre handle as originally ordered.
A holdback of 10% is being held for the original baskets, leaving a balance of $1140.00 owing to Diro Metals for the baskets of the new trailer. There are 36 baskets to be modified at this time. These baskets are to be delivered to Mario Rae’s farm ASAP from the various clubs who still have them in their possession.

Mike van der Jagt reported that the 92 basket trailer needs to have all new roof vents replaced as the snow has broken the original one and therefore they do not work. The vents should be the same as on the new 56 basket trailer as they are a better construction. The vents should have wooden boxes or shields mounted over them in the winter to protect them from the snow load.
A new battery is needed for the big trailer. Bill Sheridan has one of the batteries for charging. We need a new heavy duty deep cell battery as per Bill Sheridan.

Mike van der Jagt reported that the POINT AU BARIL race release location must be changed as it is no longer safe to release birds there due to construction of buildings at the release point. This matter will be looked into. French river or Parry Sound seem to be the choices at this time which have suitable locations for the safe release of our birds. Both locations are approximately 20 miles north or 20 miles south of the current location.
Transportation contracts must be negotiated with our 2 drivers before the 2007 season begins.

Pickle Lake Open is a go for 2007. July 1, 2007 will be the race date and the race is in a very good financial state. Flyers will have one week to clock a pigeon from this race ( 7 days) this year.

No report under rules.

Promotion Report by Tony Puopolo. Making good progress and the bill board will be up until spring. WE are still waiting for the contribution from the CU as they require an invoice. Claude Rothgiesser offered to assist Tony Puopolo with promotions.

Band secretary report by Bill Sheridan. 938 bands were sold for the AU Race. Ron Hastie will check with CU to see how many AU bands were registered with the CU. 

A discussion regarding Joe Martire’s breakdown of the AU race was discussed. Bill Sheridan felt that $1712.50 was not accounted for. It was speculated that these were bands that had not been sold or bands that were received by members and not paid for. Ron Hastie will check to see if all entries to the race were paid for. Bill Hyder reported that he received monies for this race with no paper work to track where it came from. Next year the band secretary will have to establish a tracking system for all the money bands that are sold.
Ron Hastie asked why he was having so much trouble getting the transfer slips from Rob Marshall for the CU Convention birds that he has and wants to fly. Bruce said he would look into this matter again.
