The meeting commenced at 10:00 a.m. and the minutes of the last BOD meeting of 

07 Mar 04 were read.  The President called for any errors or omissions.

Motion by R. Hastie and seconded by B. Sheridan that the minutes be accepted as read.

Garry Balkwill offered thanks to Bill Sheridan for organizing a very successful young bird auction.  Bill acknowledged all the help he received from various Combine members and from the donors and buyers who made the event a success.

Correspondence

Letters from the CU concerning Evert Vierhout (2) and Lillo Vaccaro were read (attached).

A card of thanks from Stella Hucalak was read.

Treasurer’s Report
The current bank balance as of today is $51,230.47.  That balance includes the AU Band race payout.

Special Events

Mike van der Jagt provided an update on the 23 Oct Awards banquet.  Along with the Combine plaques, the Canadian National Flying Club and some of the Young bird Opens will be presenting their awards.

Rules

A clarification was asked for on the clocking of Auction birds.  A member may clock an auction bird after five birds have already been clocked at the members loft.  In this case, the bird would count for the auction prizes but would not be included in the Combine results or be awarded any combine points.

Transportation Committee Report

In the absence of the transportation committee chair, Ron Hastie explained the proposed tendering process for cleaning the trailer and the baskets following the flying season.  This includes 256 baskets, 256 mats, 512 wire frames, and both trailers on the inside including the watering system and troughs.  Ron reminded us that a high pressure washer and lots of water are needed.  In the past, this task has been a full day work bee for approximately 10 people.  Ron also reminded us that the drivers need to be paid to move the trailers to a suitable location for washing and then back to the storage location and that this expense must be included in the tender.

Ron Hastie than provided an update and how baskets must be reallocated from the old bird assignments to the young bird assignments.

Motion by Mike van der Jagt and seconded by D. Booth that clubs be responsible for cleaning and storing their assigned young bird baskets for the winter.  The drivers will make an additional run on the Friday following the season.  The clubs will remove the dirty baskets from the last race and replace them with clean baskets.  The clubs will than clean and store these baskets for the winter.  Clubs unable to store baskets over the winter will be responsible for making alternate arrangements.

Pick-ups

The President advised the meeting that during the old bird schedule on more than one occasion a club decided not to ship a race but failed to advise the President or the Transportation Committee Chair.  This means that the driver has to show up at the club for nothing.  Often no one is around and this leads to confusion not to mention wasted time and money.  Common courtesy should dictate that this does not happen again.

Race Secretary Report
Ron Hastie reports an area of concern where the number of birds and lofts is not showing up on some of the WinBird submissions.  He reminded all race secretaries to make sure that this information is added to the Race Details area and that they remember to click the “add” button.  As a double check, Ron is requiring that all race secretaries include the number of lofts and birds in the RE line of their e-mail when sending in the results.

Ron is still awaiting measurements from several new members.  Clubs are already late with this information which adds to Ron’s workload.  Please have them submitted as soon as possible.  He reminded us that Burk’s Falls and North Bay have been re-measured in the last two years so a previous member returning to fly must be re-measured for these two locations.

All members will require a GPS reading prior to old bird 2005.  One person will be responsible for all GPS measurements per CU recommendations.  The combine GPS Unit will be available following the Englehart young bird race so that loft locations can be started anytime following that race.

The total cost for shipping the birds to Moosonee was $3582.06.  A Hearst race typically costs approximately $1700.

There was general support for continuing the Moosonee race in 2005 providing the participation of other Combines keeps the total cost to the UNC approximately that of a Hearst race.

The Barrie RPC sought a clarification on the number of birds an individual UNC member may ship to Moosonee.  Since the race is run on an Open format as well as a regular combine race, one loft may send more than 20 birds if they pay the additional shipping, but only the first 20 entered on their entry race sheet will be included in the Combine results or be eligible for Combine points or other awards.
