At the commencement of the meeting R. Hastie advised those present of the passing of Mr. Buck O’Hara.  He will advise members as to funeral arrangements when known.

1) The minutes of the meeting February 18, 2007 were tabled and read. MOVED by D. Ottaway, SECONDED by W. Drobny that the minutes be accepted as read.  CARRIED

2) The minutes of second meeting February 18, 2007 were tabled and read.  MOVED by R. Vaccaro, SECONDED by T. Puopolo that the minutes be accepted as read.  CARRIED

3) The minutes of the executive meeting June 29, 2007 were tabled and read for information

4) The Treasurer’s report was tabled and read. MOVED by W. Hyder, SECONDED by D. Ottaway that the report be accepted as read  CARRIED

5) The Race Secretary delivered his report.  Generally all went well with the 2007 flying season.  He acknowledged problems re velocity with R. Nalli (Far North R.P.C. and J. Abreu (Orillia R.P.C).  Discussion on the issue ensued.  It was the position taken by the executive in both instances that as no evidence of impropriety or wrong doing could be found, disqualification could not be effected.  

6) R. Hastie delivered the Transportation Chairman’s report.  The trailers and baskets are at M. Rea’s property, with the exception of those baskets allocated and held by member Clubs.  Baskets are missing and it is thought that Club’s may have baskets in addition to their allocation.  If so in fact, they are asked to deliver same to R. Hastie’s residence.  New fans for the big trailer have been installed and it was noted that work has to be undertaken on same as some welds have to be checked and possibly redone.  Discussion ensued with respect to the complaint of the Metro Homing Society of late pick-up allegedly caused by Toronto Central.  It was determined that the convoyer’s timing had changed because of employment and that there was no problems either with other Clubs or with transfer at Orillia.

7) W. Drobny tabled proposals for possible upcoming events, an awards banquet (with two proposals), a pigeon show and an UNC Auction.  As all were well received, he will proceed, in consultation with others, to plan and effect same.

8) T. Puopolo delivered his report on sports promotion and a newsletter.  He is planning a newsletter publication for January 2008 and has pigeon videos available for education purposes.  Junior flyer certificates will be ready for the November 18, 2007 meeting.
9) C. Rothgiesser advised that he has had contact with the A.U. who are concerned with the drop in UNC membership in the A.U.  He has therefore, made arrangements for A.U. representation, at the call of the UNC at one of its January or February meetings.

10) The CU has changed its GPS requirements.  The UNC is, with its new GPS unit, compliant.  However, all measured with the former GPS unit will have to be re-measured.

11) The matter of shipping birds, not entered in a race (no electronic band entered or no countermark and/or race sheet) was tabled.  Doing same is not in accordance with the rules of the UNC and it was re-affirmed that this practice must stop.

12) There was discussion as to  UNC/CU dues and when such would be due.  The matter of the Canadian Flying Club AUTO bands was discussed at length and it was generally agreed that for those members wishing to procure a (one) band the cost of same could be added to the UNC dues payment for those flyers.  At the direction of the chair the entire matter was deferred to after the election of officers 

13) The matter of Club accounts receivable for GPS measurements and outstanding membership was tabled.  It was re-affirmed that these receivables must be paid

The meeting adjourned for lunch at 12:30 pm to reconvene at the call of the Chair

The meeting reconvened at 1:00 pm.
